1 Year, 6 Credits

Prerequisites:
Knowledge in the following areas would be to the student's advantage but all areas are NOT required:  Bookkeeping, General Science, Geometry, Industrial Arts, Mechanical Drawing, Woodworking, General Math, Business Math, Trade Math, Physics, Communication. 

Skills:

Manual dexterity, hand-eye coordination, the ability to follow instructions, work as a team member and independently at times, practice time management, and perform problem solving skills.

Purpose:
To prepare students for either a job entry level position in the construction field or an Associate/Bachelors degree in the building construction field.  Students will have the opportunity to earn college credits while completing the Carpentry curriculum. 
Description:
SUN TECH carpentry students will learn all aspects of residential and light commercial construction through classroom theory and practical shop instructions.  Areas covered, but not limited to are: construction safety, framing, siding, roofing, interior wall finish, and trim.  Most years students will be involved with building projects outside the school.  Emphasis is placed on developing the skills the student will need for any future endeavors.

Supplemental:
Students will participate in cross training with Masonry, Plumbing and Electrical Occupations.
