Prerequisites:
Knowledge in the following areas would be to the student's advantage, but all areas are not required:  Industrial Math, Algebra, General Science, Physics, Mechanical Drawing, Computer Basics. 

Skills:

Good hand-eye coordination, ability to work with tools, manual dexterity, problem solving skills, ability to follow instructions, communication skills, basic mathematical skills..

Purpose:
Students are prepared for entry level positions in the Electrical Industry as Residential Wireman, Electrician's Assistant, Maintenance Assistant, Telecom Cabling Assistant, or a variety of positions related to providing electrical products and services.  Students are also prepared to go on to enter higher education with advanced placement at many institutions of higher learning. 

Description:
Learning is accomplished through a combination of classroom instruction and practical, hands-on assignments.  Projects, both within and outside of the school, give students hands-on experience in a safe, supervised environment.  Students design and build electrical systems to meet the requirements of the National Electrical Code and OSHA.  Emphasis is placed on developing skills used in residential, commercial, and industrial installation, design and repair.  Local methods, materials and requirements are taught, therefore making successful graduates highly employable.  Additional training is available through cross-training experiences with other programs in the construction cluster. 

Requirements:
Hands-on tasks, written assignments, classroom instruction, team learning, written and practical quizzes, project assignments, final exam, homework.
